correction Order

1 Pursuant to Section 119 of the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal Act 1998, the Tribunal’s order in Application P404/2017 dated 1 November 2017 is corrected as follows:

2 Condition 1 is amended to read as follows:
1.
Before the development starts, three copies of amended plans drawn to scale and dimensioned, must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority.  The submitted plans must clearly delineate and highlight any changes.  When approved the plans will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.
The plans must be generally in accordance with the plans submitted with the application (BMG Architects, VCAT amended plans, revision dated 25.05.2017), but modified to show:

(a) Bicycle parking and associated amenities in accordance with the requirements of Clause 52.34. 

(b) The location and design of any required fire services, electricity sub-station, electricity supply, gas and water meter boxes discreetly located and/or screened to compliment the development.
(c) Deletion of the third floor (fourth storey).

Reasons

1 By order dated 1 November 2017, the Tribunal ordered that planning permit TPA/40995/A was amended and an amended permit was directed to be issued in accordance with the endorsed plans and conditions set out in Appendix A to the Tribunal’s order.  
2 By email letter dated 6 November 2017, the applicant drew the Tribunal’s attention to what it suggested was an error within the Tribunal’s order, and submitted that the order should be corrected.  

3 The applicant suggested that the date of plans referred to in condition 1 of Appendix A to the Tribunal’s order was incorrect and said 25.03.2017 rather than 25.05.2017.  The applicant noted that the correct date of those plans appeared elsewhere in the Tribunal’s orders.  

4 Section 119 of the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal Act 1998 provides that the Tribunal may correct an order made by it if the order contains:

a a clerical mistake;

b an error arising from an accidental slip or omission;

c a material miscalculation of figures or a material mistake in the description of any person, thing or matter referred to in the order; or

d a defect of form.

5 I am satisfied that a mistake or error has occurred here, comprising a clerical mistake, and find it appropriate to authorise a correction of the order.
